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Tributes to Chris Ritter...

In the 2022 November/December edition of Antique Automobile
magazine which is mostly a tribute to Chris Ritter. Chris was tragically
killed in a bizarre accident, one week before the beginning of the East-
ern Fall meet in Hershey, Pennsylvania.

The personally written tributes are from Matthew Hocker, Acting Di-

; rector; Spencer Paterick, Buick Heritage Archive
Curator, and Amoi Goldman, Reference Librarian
and Outreach Coordinator.

In the tributes by Chris Ritter's colleagues
you can feel their pain and sadness at losing
such an important member at 800 West Her-
shey Park Drive. Chris Ritter was a man of
many endeavors. It goes without saying Chris
was deeply steeped in library science. You
might call him a librarian's librarian. This
was a good thing because he was in charge of
the largest repository of automobile information in the world!
However, he also had other varied interests including aircraft and
flying. He was a licensed pilot. He also restored vintage aircraft.

Chris was heavily involved with the antique automobile hobby. He
had several vehicles including a 1937 Buick coupe, 1937 Oldsmobile
two-door sedan that he purchased from AACA Chief Executive Officer,
Steve Moskowitz. Also in the mix: an early model of a Chevrolet S-10
pickup and for his family, a 1976 GMC Eleganza II motorhome.

The 1939 Oldsmobile two-door sedan was large enough for him
to haul the entire family around, his wife Tamara and two chil-
dren, Pierce and Case. Both boys named after automobiles. Chris
had a tattoo on each forearm of the logo of each of those vehicles,.
Of course his family was number one when it came down to how
much time he spent doing any of his hobbies. Chris learned how
to play the guitar, apparently largely self-taught. He also made a
guitar by hand! He took a course in Japanese Bonsai on how to
grow, care for and trim tiny Japanese trees. It is apparent Chris
had many divergent hobbies.

Chris was also an avid golfer, it was a bizarre accident on a golf
course that took Chris's life when a large tree branch fell on him.
It was not caused by lightning.

All the tributes by his colleagues and especially the one written
from the heart by Chief Executive officer, Steve Moskowitz were
very touching and personal. I urge everyone reading this piece to
pick up your Antique Automobile magazine if you haven't already
and read those tributes to a wonderful gentleman who was taken

Jay Leno Released After 10
Days Treatment For Burns

Jay Leno was working in his Los Angles garage on November 7th when
a freak accident occoured. Mr. Leno was underneath a car with a clogged
fuel line. The former late night talk show host was suddenly sprayed with
gasoline. There must have been an open flame nearby that ignited the
gasoline fumes. Jay reeived third degree burns on his face and hands.

Mr. Leno was rushed to a nearby hospital and treated for burns. Much
of his treatment consisted of being enclosed in a Hyperbaric chamber.

Breathing normal air the lungs collect about 21 per cent oxygen. When
being treated in a Hyperbaric chamber patients breath 100 per cent pure
oxygen. The air pressure in the chamber is higher than normal air pres-
sure. The increased air pressure helps the lungs collect more oxygen. The
100 per cent pure oxygen also helps burn injuries heal much faster.

For many years, ocean going vessels that employed deep sea and
SCUBA divers had a Hyperbaric chamber on board. This unit was
life-saving if a diver did not successfully raise from the depths in the
proper protocol, a few hours in the Hyperbaric chamber will save the
diver from getting the 'bends' which can be fatal.

Earl D. Beauchamp Former
President Of Chesapeake Region

Earl D. Beauchamp of Florida, passed away on October 7, 2022,
he was 83. Earl was President of Chesapeake Region twice, for two
non-consecutive terms, 1965 and 1976.

I first met Earl at the 2015 National Meeting in Philadelphia, at the
Saturday evening banquet in the hotel's main ballroom. Also seated at
our table was Chesapeake Region President,
Paula Ruby and her husband Gary Ruby, Sr.,
Harold 'Buzz' and Barbara Diehl. Buzz and I
were present to receive awards for Master Web-
master and Master Editor, respectively.

Earl and his wife were also seated at our ta-
ble, perhaps because he was a past president
of Chesapeake Region. After introductions, I
learned that member Beauchamp was also a
former editor of The Chesapeake Bulletin. I
had a very recent copy of the Bulletin with me
and I passed it over to Earl. He was very im-
pressed and said that it was a far cry from what
he use to output. During his term as Editor, there were no ‘emailed' cop-
ies. Every member received a black and white edition in the U. S. mail.
I spoke to Earl at every National Meeting since 2015 except last year's
held in Gettysburg, Pa.

During our discussion, Earl inquired about some members of Ches-
apeake Region including Francis and Margaret Werneth. At that time
Francis was still program director and of course Margaret was Sunshine
reporter. Earl was glad to hear they were still active. Over the years I
had conversations with Earl at the annual banquets and in the hospital-
ity rooms. He was a very knowledgeable gentleman especially on Buick
automobiles.--Bill Wurzell, Editor

The following text is reprinted from Antique Automobile.

Earl was born on October 19, 1938 in Washington D.C. but grew up in
Arlington, Virginia. He was in the first graduating class from Wakefield High
School in 1956. Earl went to work right out of high school at the age of 17 for
the United States Department of Defense, where he stayed for 37 years with
top secret clearance. When his job was moved from Arlington Hall in Vir-
ginia to Ft. Meade, Maryland, in 1961, he moved to Glen Burnie, Maryland.

Earl married Julia 'Judy' E. Smallwood in 1959. Earl had a lifelong
love for antique cars. He and Judy joined AACA in 1961. He was an
active member and attended virtually all the AACA annual conventions
in Philadelphia through the years.

After retiring from his job at the age of 53, he moved to Montross,
Virginia, and became active on the national level. He was elected to the
AACA Board of Directors, which he served on for 15 years, as well as
serving as AACA National President in 2004.

Earl helped form the Northern Neck Region in Virginia, and was
its newsletter editor for many years. On a national level, he chaired a
committee that wrote the Newsletter Editors Manual, authored many
articles for ANTIQUE AUTOMOBILE and other publications, helped
convinced the AACA Board to allow vehicles 25 years and older to par-
ticipate in AACA events, convinced the Board to do a trial run of the
Sentimental Tour which became a bi-annual National Tour that includes
vehicles from 1928 through 1958. Now one of the most successful tours
in the club, Earl considered this his finest accomplishment.

Earl was known for his candor and straight-forward approach. Many
learned to not even try to change his opinion on whatever he thought about
anything, others found that he was approachable as long as you presented
a good argument. He was one of a kind but was respected and appreciated
more than he would ever realize. Few people have accomplished anywhere
near what Earl has for the antique car hobby and AACA. He still owned his
beloved 1939 Buick Special that he and Julia acquired in 1962.

Left to cherish his memory are his loving wife of 63 years, Judy;
daughters Virginia Finn and Ruth Delaney; and granddaughter Rebec-
ca Delaney.

Tech talk with:.............cooocoi. Gary Wilmer

Last month | wrote this tech article about putting your car away for
the winter months. One of the things | suggested was to cover your
car, even in the garage. This month's tech talk relates to how | would
choose the proper cover and what material to use.

About 20 years ago | was given a '63 Chevrolet Impala that was
well used and in need of serious help. The car is stored in my father-
in-law's, David Kelley's, large barn. | covered it with a very large
plastic tarp that was lying around. (I know | shouldn't use plastic.)
Because he has combines and tractors out daily and the doors were
open quite often. Birds and critters frequently got in. The paint wasn't
perfect, and | have yet to get it on the road, so the tarp was ok. Re-
cently | got it running and cleaned it up. The white paint looked very
presentable. Time to think of a better cover.

All my cars are in garages, and all have various makes and material
fitted car covers on them. A lot of owners use blankets or sheets to
cover their cars. They are ok but do not usually cover the entire car or
you need 2 or 3 to fully cover the car.

Getting back to the '63, | began to look for what covers were out
there, their features, and of course, their cost. Walmart and some auto
parts stores sell generic covers that list what size car or truck it will fit.
However, the sizes are approximate - medium, large, x-large. Newer
vehicles that are considered large are not really large. My '63 is big
(Cadillacs even bigger) so to get a good fit, measure the car's length
and make sure the cover you get is big enough. The new cover should
have length in feet and inches noted on the box.

Now what material to get. Is your car stored inside or outside? Is
the material rain and snow resistant? Does sun shine on the car? Is
it just a dust cover?

California Car Cover Co is probably one of the best companies out
there selling quality covers. Believe it or not, they list 10 different
types of covers that offer the best protection for all conditions. Super
nice and a perfect fit for any style and size car, they are, however, not
cheap. The best ones can cost over $300; trucks close to $400. I've
had one of the cheaper ones on my '37 Ford for over 40 years, and it
is still in great condition. Quality does come with a price.

The one | just got for the '63 Chevy comes from a company called
Budge. They set up at Hershey ad Carlisle, so | am familiar with their
product. A nice fit for my Chevy and around $100 it suits my needs
(inside storage only) perfectly. If you've have a nice car and want to
protect its finish, keep it covered with a soft, form fitting cover, not
a moisture-trapping plastic tarp.
