A recent article in the Antique Automobile magazine about the
growing popularity of newer antique vehicles presents a whole
new area of fix it yourself repairs. Cars and trucks from the 70's,
80's, and 90's are desirable for several reasons such as they are
eligible for AACA events, are more suitable for today's roads and
traffic, and are equipped with A/C and many other comfort fea-
tures. However, a lot of these things, if they break, are not as easy
to fix as the older, simpler antique vehicles.

Case in point, I recently purchased a 1993 Lincoln Town
Car previously owned by long time member Paul Habicht
and found that the digital radio and right rear power win-
dow were not operating, I was hesitant in purchasing this
car simply because I do not like all these electronic gadgets
on "newer" cars, and this Lincoln certainly has every power
option imaginable in 1993, plus it was 30 years old.

I tackled the radio first. Called several junk yards, with no luck.

However, with today's internet, member Scott Chaney (who lives
in North Carolina) found the exact match. No splicing wires like
I used to, no fit issues, just plug it in. Works great.
On to the power windows I could hear the motor running so I as-
sumed it was the regulator. Took door panel apart and pulled the
motor and regulator assembly out (very labor intensive). The reg-
ulator looked okay, so I took the motor housing apart and found
inside very small broken pieces of nylon. The gear itself was good
but three nylon gear plugs (look like roller bearings) were shot.
This time Vicky found me these pieces online for about *12.00
with free shipping. Now the window also works.

With the help of YouTubeVideos and someone who can re-
search this information for you, repairs on most newer vehicles
can be done fairly easily and inexpensively.--Gary
